Notice of Texas Senate Bill 30 requirements

Dear Parents/Guardians,

In 2017, the Texas Legislature passed a law called the “Community Safety Education Act (Senate Bill
30).” This law requires that all public school students be presented with a state-created curriculum
about interacting with peace officers. Student transcripts are required to show evidence of this
instruction before the student may graduate. The State Board of Education did not mandate which
discipline must teach this new curriculum but they did recommend that it be included as a part of
social studies instruction. Fort Worth ISD has decided that 9th grade social studies teachers will be
charged with fulfilling this mandatory state requirement.

Included with this letter is more information about Senate Bill 30 and the curriculum that must be
presented in the lesson. Linked here is the state-mandated video created to fulfill the requirements of
the Community Safety Education Act. The video is titled “Flashing Lights Senate Bill 30”. It can be
found on YouTube. Please review the video if you have any questions about the state-created content
that your student will view.

At MCCHS we respect the culture and values of our students and families. While we must fulfil the
requirements within the Community Safety Education Act, we also understand that some families may
have mixed emotions regarding their students viewing the state-created content. If, after careful
consideration, you do not wish your student to participate in the mandatory classroom instruction,
please indicate by marking the correct box, below. An alternate assignment will be created for your
student that will still fulfill the SB30 requirements. This content will be taught in Geography class
during the week of October 31, 2022. Please have this letter returned to Mrs.Grubbs (9th grade
Geography teacher) by/before then.

Estimados Padres/Tutores,

En 2017, la Legislatura de Texas aprobé una ley llamada "Ley de Educacion de Seguridad
Comunitaria (Proyecto de Ley del Senado 30)". Esta ley requiere que a todos los estudiantes de
escuelas publicas se les presente un plan de estudios creado por el estado sobre la interaccion con
los oficiales de paz.
