Admissions Eligibility

OnRamps 

The Unive r si ty of Texas at Austin’s OnRamps dual -enrol l m e nt progr a m provi de s opp o r tuni ti e s 
for high sch ool stude nts to earn colle ge credi t. OnR amps is designe d to acce l e ra te stude nt 
succ e ss by provi di ng uni ve r si ty -leve l work and deve l ops skill s nece ssa r y for colle ge. In the 
course, teache r s are paire d with UT profe ssor s to delive r both the high school and colle ge leve l 
conte nt.

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Transcripts  

Transc r i pts will be availa bl e to stud e nts at the end of each seme ste r. Requests for additi ona l 
copie s shoul d be made in the registra r ’s offic e. We will not issue offic i a l transc r i pts to stude nts 
or pare nts. Offic i a l transc r i pts will be maile d dire c tly to the insti tuti on reque ste d or may be sent 
el ec tr oni c a l ly through an online servi c e provi de r.  

Full Time Student  

To be a full -time  stude nt all freshm en, sophom o r e and junior stude nts must be assigne d eight  
classe s. Senior stude nts must be assigne d at least six classe s.  All stude nts must meet at least 
thre e periods each day.  

For UIL purp ose s a stude nt must be enrol l e d and atte nd four hours per day.   
 

Grading in Advanced Placement , Dual Credit Courses, and OnRamps 

AP semeste r grade s are weighte d on a Tier I leve l to refle c t the incre a se d leve l s of rigo r, 
wor kl oa d , and expe c ta tions as comp a r e d to traditi ona l high school classe s. This means that the 
value of lette r grade s on a stude nt’s transc r i pt is incre a se d in figur i ng the stude nts GPA. GPAs 
are figur e d only at the end of each seme ste r.  

In  additi on, each course has its own set of gradi ng standa r ds, whic h reflec t its unique natur e. 
Therefor e,  it is nece ssa r y to revie w indivi dua l course crite r i a and polic i e s when calc ula ti ng  
seme ster grade s. Likewi se, College Board tests in May each have their own indivi du a l cr
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If a stude nt retur ns to school on the day of a doctor or denti s t’s appoi nt m e nt with prope r 
verifi c a ti on, that stude nt shall be counte d prese nt for ADA purpose s, and allowe d to parti c i pa te 
in school -relat e d activi tie s.  

Early Dismissals  
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should be se nt home and will notify the stude nt’s pare nt or designe e on the stude nt’s 
emerge ncy conta c t.  

Withdrawal from School  

S tude nts who wish to wi thdr a w from school sh oul d repor t in person with a pare nt or guardi a n 
to the main offic e to meet with an admini str a tor. All textboo ks, libra r y books, laptop s, laptop 
acce ssor i e s, unifor m s, and othe r mate r i a l s or equipm e nt issue d to the stude nt must be 
retur ne d and all fine s paid befor e the withdr a wal is compl e te d.  

School 
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A panel of teac he r s from the academ i c depar tm e nts will then revie w each eligi bl e stude nt’s 
appli c a ti on. Induc te e s will be notifi e d by lette r of their acce pta nc e.  

Induc ti on in to the chapte r is possi bl e in the fall of a stude nt ’s junior  or senior year. A stude nt 
whose  cumul a ti ve GPA falls belo w the standa r d is subje c t to dismi ssa l from the chapte r.  

These standa r ds and quali fi c a ti ons are in compl ia nc e with the guide l i ne s in the Nationa l Honor 
Socie ty Handbook, publi she d by the Nationa l Associa ti on of Seconda r y School Princ i p a l s.  

Senior Class Officers  

The senior class will elect class offic e r s. To be eligi bl e to run , stude nts must meet certa i n 
criter i a. He/she must have no grade below “75” for the semeste r prior to elec ti ons and an 
avera ge grade of a “75” for the 4th and 5th sixth weeks of the se me ste r of the elec tion and no 
citize nshi p grade below “S”.  

Election will be dete rm i ne d by major ity vote. In additi on, Senior Class Offi c e r s may not hold an 
elec te d office on the Stude nt Council Board.  

Student Council  

The purpose of the Stud e nt Council is to prom ot e good citize nshi p, persona l inte gr i ty, and 
genui ne enthusi a sm in school activi ti e s. It also provi de s a for um for the disc ussi on of questi ons 
of inte r e st to the stude nt body, and to aid the admini str a tion of furthe r i ng the polic i e s of 
WHHS.
